All persons engaging in coaching activities while at an Equestrian 
Canada sanctioned competition must hold Coach Status with EC. 

ARTICLE A102 SAFE SPORT ENVIRONMENTS 

1. Effective 2022, EC Sport License holders at least 18 years of age must complete 

recognized safe sport training modules addressing the recognition and 

prevention of maltreatment in sport and concussion. 

2. Effective 2022, Coach Status is required to engage in coaching activities at EC 

sanctioned events. 

3. Coaches who do not meet minimum Coach Status requirement at the time of 

competition may receive a fine as outlined in EC’s Schedule of Fines & 

Penalties, and/or the horse/rider’s points may be invalidated. 

 

The Provincial Exhibition of Manitoba will be following all current Manitoba Heath 

Guidelines during the Royal Manitoba Winter Fair.  

 

***Rules and Regulations are subject to change at any given time*** 

 

“When registering for EC sanctioned competitions, athletes must indicate the name of 

their coach on the entry form or specify that they are self-coached. Coaches from other 

countries must be in good standing with their home Federation and must declare/have 

proof of insurance. See rules of Equestrian Canada, Section A, General Regulations, ART. 

102 Safe Sport environments.” 

 

BIOSECURITY PROTOCOLS AND REQUIREMENTS 

All dogs must be on leashes or confined to tack stalls. Any dogs found loose will 

be fined $100 per occurrence!! Loose dogs tend to pee on hay/bedding and could 

have potential of causing positive drugs tests in horses. MUST BE ON A SHORT 

LEASH OR CONFINED TO A TACK STALL AT ALL TIMES. DOGS CANNOT BE 

TIED IN THE ALLEYWAYS. 

 

No horse shall receive vaccination within 7 days of arrival of the competition. It is 

mandatory that Certificate of Vaccination be submitted to show Secretary by

SHOW RULES 

Horses that are shown excessively may be asked to limit the number of 
classes entered, in the interest of the welfare of the horse. ** 

 
**The horse show committee reserves the right to itself, to refuse, refuse (subject to championship 
rules limiting a competition’s right to refuse entries), limit, accept unconditionally, or to cancel any 
entries; disqualify any riders or exhibitors, thereby cancelling awarded prizes to change any course, 
to cancel or combine any unfilled classes, or to change rings and/or officials, to reschedule classes 
after due notice to exhibitors and to intercept all questions and conditions in regard to, or arriving out 
of, or incident to the show without claims for damages or recourse of any kind period. Posted notice 
will be given to all exhibitors in the event of a change in the program.  
 

The abuse or inhumane treatment of a horse will not be tolerated. Any unsportsmanlike conduct or 
use of abusive language by any person towards any other person will not be tolerated. Contemptuous 
comments and any interference towards officials will not be tolerated. No person, other than officials, 
horse show committee and show management may enter the show ring without the permission of the 
show management. Any of the above actions might result in removal from the show, forfeiture of 
prizes and possible exclusion from exhibiting for one or more years. 
Horses that are shown excessively may be asked to limit the number of classes entered, in the 
interest of the welfare of the horse. ** 

 
 

1. All Provincial Exhibition of Manitoba General 
Rules and Regulations as well as the 20264 EC Rule 
Book (which can be downloaded) apply to this 
show. It is the responsibility of Exhibitors and 
visitors to familiarize themselves with these rules. 
All protests will follow the EC Rule Book.   
     
2. MEMBERSHIP:  All Canadian entries are required to 
hold both an EC Horse Recording Number and a valid 
Gold EC sport license to compete. , or if owned by 
Temporary Sport License holder, a temporary horse 
registration form must be purchased at each competition 
entered. Foreign entries must sign an affidavit. (See 
A404) Membership numbers MUST be included on 
the entry form. If you are not a member, temporary 
membership at $45.00 must be purchased at time of 
making entry with show secretary. Exception: See E.C. 
General Rules Chapter 2. Temporary Horse 
Registration will No Longer be Available. 
 
34. ENTRIES:  An entry is valid only when the RMWF 
receives a completed Entry Form including payment 
in full by either cheque or credit card, not later than 
the entry closing date. Classes must be entered. 
As Per Article A 801, every entry at an EC sanctioned 
competition shall constitute an agreement by the person 
responsible that the owner, lessee, trainer, manager, 
agent, coach, driver, or rider, and horse shall be subject 
to the rules of the EC constitution and all rules of EC 
and any additional rules set by the competition (A602.7) 
AMATEUR CARDS - see Article A 902 Amateur cards 
are required by Competitors in the following classes: 
Division    - Junior / Amateur 
Division    - Pre Child / Adult Ami Hunter 
 
PROOF OF AMATEUR STATUS AND 20264 
MEMBERSHIPS FOR BOTH RIDER & OWNER MUST 
ACCOMPANY ENTRY FORMS (Photocopies 
acceptable)  
 
45. All animals in competition must be entered in the 
name of the bona-fide owner, or their authorized agents, 
except for those entered in Equitation classes. Affidavits 
of ownership may be requested. 

 
56. Prize money:  will be paid to the person whose 
name appears on the entry form as the owner unless 
otherwise specified on the entry form. Juniors must 
have their parent or guardian signature on the entry 
form and waiver forms must be filled out and signed. A 
list of entries will be posted prior to each class where 
add backs are involved. (Article A702) All prize money 
to be paid out will be mailed out to the appropriate 
person(s) after the completion of the show. 
 
67. COMPLETION OF ENTRY FORM - Competitors are 
responsible for their own errors and those of their 
agents in the preparation of their entry forms. Please 
ensure that you have not cross-entered in sections 
where such cross-entries are not allowed according to 
the conditions laid out in this prize list. Signatures on 
the waiver are mandatory. Please enter on-line at 
www.horseshowtime.com 
7. Junior B and C exhibitors may not ride, drive, 
show on the line or handle stallions on the grounds. 
Junior A exhibitors may ride manageable stallions 
in Jumper Classes only. Art G105 
 
8. DUE TO TIME SCHEDULING, HORS CONCOURS 
entries WILL NOT be accepted. 
 
9. Competition back numbers may be purchased 
from the office for $5.00 
***Competition numbers must be worn and visible at 

all times when out of stalls. (See Article A814)*** 
 
10. Measurement of Ponies:   Classes specifying 
height of horse or pony require that the exhibitor obtain 
a certificate before entering the ring. Exhibitors must 
present their ponies to be measured on Saturday 
Sunday, March 2529, 20264 at 4:45pm in the hallway 
south of the Hunter Ring.  
Adults Amateurs may ride large ponies in Adult Amateur 

classes where fences do not exceed 3’ (0.90 m). See 

G309, G310.A pony shown in a judged class(es), either 

in hunter or jumper, by an adult may not be shown in a 

judged class by a junior on the same day. 
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11. Prizes - Art. G5045. 
     1. In all Jumper Classes prizes must be allocated 1 
for every 6 entries with last place equal to or exceeding 
the entry fee. 1st prize may not exceed 1/3rd of the total 
prize money offered in a class.  
     2. Competitions must give ribbons, and prize money 
if offered, to fourth place.  
      3. In the case of any tie for prizes, the prize money 
will be added together and divided equally amongst tied 
competitors. For example, if three horses were tied for 
second place, the prize money for second, third and 
fourth places would be added together and divided 
equally amongst the tie competitors. The next placed 
competitor would receive fifth place prize money.  
     4. See also General Regulations regarding 
procedures to be followed in the event of 
disqualification.  
     5. Competition Managers have the option of a 
California Split (see Article G402.5). 
 
12. Cross entering is permitted in Hunter, Jumper and 
Hack Divisions as allowed by competition and E.C. 
discipline rules. 
 
13. AN ASTERISK (*) DENOTES A CLASS “NOT 
RATED FOR E.C. AWARDS”. These classes do not 
count for E.C. Provincial Championship awards; 
however, all other show rules apply. A 503.3 
 
14. DRESS FOR EXHIBITORS:  Exhibitors are to wear 
traditional show jumping attire - helmet, light-coloured 
breeches (Riders competing in the Grand Prix, Mini 
Prix’s and Evening classes are to wear WHITE 
BREECHES), show jumping jacket, and tall boots. 
Hunter Specials:  Shadbellies are allowed but not 
required. 
 
15. A horse/rider combination in junior and amateur 
jumper divisions are permitted unlimited upward 
movement of divisions, but downward movement is 
restricted to one level. These movements are based on 
the level of the first class in which they competed. 
 
16. CANCELLATION:  Royal Manitoba Winter Fair 
must receive WRITTEN NOTICE of cancellation via 
email or fax* (Any Refunds will be refunded after the 
show is complete.) 
Cancellation before closing date:  entries will be 
refunded in full. 
Cancellation after closing date: Copy of a Vets 
certificate or Doctors certificate (in the case of the rider) 
must be presented to the show secretary. Stall fees 
and administration fees will not be refunded.  
Substitution of Horse:  May be made after closing date 
upon presentation of a valid Vet certificate, providing the 
substitute horse is entered in the same classes with the 
same rider. A $25.00 substitution fee will be charged. 
Cancellation after the show begins:  Upon 
presentation of a Vets certificate or Doctors certificate to 
the show secretary, class fees for the divisions that 
have not been shown in will be refunded. 
Administration, stall, nomination and exhibitor fees will 
not be refunded. 
 
17. ADD/SCRATCHES:  ADDS must be made by 5:00 
pm the day before the class is scheduled. Any Adds 
after 5:00pm are subject to a $25.00  late fee and 
must go first in the class. SCRATCHES:  must be 
made 1 hour prior to the first horse or pony entering 

the ring for that performance. Failure to fill out a 
scratch sheet and deliver it to the Hitching ring box 
will result in a $25.00 fine. 
SCHOOLING & EXERCISE RULES:   
ARTICLE ANNEX 1 SCHOOLING RULES FOR 
HUNTER, EQUITATION AND JUMPERS: 
 
18. HEADGEAR (HARD HATS):  Rule G102. 
At all EC-sanctioned competitions, all competitors, 
including foreign competitors, in EC National classes 
must wear ASTM (American Society for Testing 
Materials) or FBSI approved helmets, with safety 
harness correctly fastened at all times while mounted on 
the competition grounds. 
Rule G102.2 “juniors showing any horse in a jog for 
soundness must wear approved protective 
headwear with the attached safety harness 
fastened.” 
 
19. Any horse entered in any class at a competition 
may be selected for equine medication control 
testing while at the event location. (A602.5) 
Chapter 10  
(General Reg. Article A1010), entitled "Medication 
Control" in the 2020 Rule Book will govern. Positive 
tests will result in prizes being forfeited and a denial  
of entry to all future Royal Manitoba Winter Fair Horse 
Show competitions 
 
20. Behaviour of exhibitors and associates must be 
above reproach at all times. Failure to comply may 
result in ejection from the buildings, forfeiture of 
entry fees and suspension of exhibiting privileges. 
 
21. PROTESTS:  All protests must be made out to the 
RMWF in writing and accompanied by a deposit of 
$100.00 cash or certified cheque as per E.C. Rule Book 
where applicable for Horse Show. Such protests must 
state plainly the cause of complaint or appeal and must 
be delivered to the Horse Show Committee within 48 
(forty-eight) hours after the occasion for such protest. 
 
22. PHOTOGRAPHS OF EXHIBITOR(S) AND/OR 
EXHIBITS: Each exhibitor shall agree that photographs 
taken of the exhibitor and/or exhibits by any 
photographer approved by the RMWF may be used for 
purposes of promotion by the RMWF or its official 
sponsors. 
 
23. LIABILITY:  Participants are required to carry in-
force third-party liability insurance in the amount of no 
less than $2,000,000 which defends against lawsuits 
and/or settlements for bodily injury or property damage 
arising out of the ownership, leasing or use of horses in 
the Royal Manitoba Winter Fair. This policy must have a 
policy territory which includes Canada and be written by 
a reputable insurer who is satisfactory to the Provincial 
Exhibition of Manitoba. Proof of such insurance is 
required to be submitted to the Provincial Exhibition of 
Manitoba with application. 

 
** ALL EXHIBITORS ARE REQUIRED TO CARRY 

PROPER LIABILITY INSURANCE WHILE 
PARTICIPATING AT PROVINCIAL EXHIBITION 

EVENTS ** 
 

24. NO RIDING IN THE HALLWAY! Riders MUST 
dismount in Designated Areas. 
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25. ALCOHOL: Unless a paid authorized bar is in effect 
consumption of alcoholic beverages in public areas of 
the RMWF will not be tolerated. Violators of this rule will 
be dealt with accordingly. 
 
 
 
 
26. NO SMOKING BY-LAW IN EFFECT. 
 
27. DOGS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED IN ANY AREA 
OF THE COMPLEX, OTHER THAN THE BARNS AND 
MUST BE ON A SHORT LEASH OR CONFINED TO A 
TACK STALL ATAT  ALL TIMES. DOGS CANNOT BE 
TIED IN THE ALLEYWAYS. Any dogs found loose 
will be fined $100 per occurrence!! 
 
28. NO SCOOTERS, SKATEBOARDS, 
ROLLERBLADES, OR BICYCLES, No unauthorized 
Golf Carts, Gator style, and/or other similar vehicles in 
the Horse barns at any time. Wheelchairs, scooters 
used for medical purposes are allowed. Those wishing 
to use such vehicles to travel to and from the camper 
area must park them at their own risk outside the barns.  
 
29. Barns will be available for horses no sooner than 
Friday, March 27th 22nd, 20264. Vacant horse trailers 
must be parked in the designated area. Warm up 
times will be posted at the Livestock office and outside 
hunter and jumper rings.  

The Barn Superintendent will be available with a list of 
stall locations and allocations; these lists will also be 
posted in all barns. Please check in ASAP upon 
arrival on the grounds at the show office.  
 
 
30. All livestock and other exhibits must remain in the 
barns or display area until after the show on  
April 4th, 2026, March 30 2024 unless special 
permission is granted to remove said exhibit at an 
earlier time. All exhibitors failing to abide by this rule 
will automatically forfeit all or such portion of the 
prize money as the Executive Committee shall 
determine in its discretion, and offenders may be 
barred for one year. 
 
31. Due to time restrictions in the Main Arena, the 
Jumper Ring will take priority. If there is a conflict 
between the two rings, BOTH the Hunter Hitching Ring 
Box and Jumper Hitching Ring Box must be notified. If 
they are not notified, the Hunter Ring will not wait. 
The Hunter Ring will not wait for coaching conflicts. 
Class calls are a courtesy only. 

 
32. Hay , straw and shavings will be available for 
purchase.  
      INITIAL BEDDING WILL NOT BE PROVIDED. 
 
33. Emergency contact and phone numbers MUST be 
completed and displayed on stall doors. All stalls must 
be cleaned thoroughly each day; refuse should be 
placed in designated areas by 10:00 AM. 
 
 
34. Winners of each of the evening competitions 
must be present for the competition awards. Please 
anticipate in advance the need to ride in for ribbon 
presentation on a well-mannered horse. Your Cavalier’s 
Salute to the sponsor’s representative during the Victory 
Gallop is your way of thanking them. Failure to appear 
for presentations will result in forfeiture of prize monies 
won. 
 
35. Championship in the Hunter Divisions, the horse 
with the most points over fences will break the tie. If 
there is still a tie, the tied horses shall be shown at walk, 
trot, canter and gallop to determine champion and 
reserve. Tossing a coin to break the tie is permissible if 
all participants agree. In Jumper divisions, in the case of 
a tie, the highest placing in the largest money class of 
the division will be used. If all classes have the same 
prize money, the last class of the division will be used. 
Art. G 506. Equitation ties will hack off. Hack ties will be 
shown in hand and judged on Conformation. Winners of 
championships must be present for the Award 
Presentation. 
 
36. RETURN TO PLAY:   All Provincial Exhibition 
Competitions will adhere to Sport Manitoba’s ‘Return to 
Play’ guidelines www.parachutecanada.org  
In the event of a fall/accident where a concussion can 
be reasonably suspected, (not limited to a direct blow to 
the head or loss of consciousness), the competitor must 
receive medical clearance by qualified medical 
personnel onsite, through the EC Accident Injury Report 
Form before continuing. The competitor is solely 
responsible for ensuring the onsite medical assessment 
takes place by the onsite qualified medical personnel. If 
the competitor refuses to be evaluated, he/she is 
disqualified from the event. Fees will not be refunded in 
such cases.

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The Provincial Exhibition of Manitoba along with the Royal Manitoba Winter Fair Executive in 
consultation with both veterinary and animal health authorities have developed protocols which have 
been deemed necessary in order to effectively manage any possible biosecurity concerns. We 
STRONGLY recommend that you consult with your veterinarian to design and implement the most 
appropriate vaccination protocol for your horse.  
 

All horses entering the fair-grounds should not have been in contact with any sick horses within the last 
14 days and is Mandatory to have their temperatures checked twice daily, with temperatures over 39.5° 
C or normal temperatures for your horse reported to the show veterinarian. Temperature charts 
are to be completed, please bring your own thermometer. 
 

The Provincial Exhibition of Manitoba and Organizing Committee will monitor any potential biosecurity 
issues and will update procedures and requirements for all horses entering the grounds.  
 

Qualifying Vaccines for Mandatory EHV-1 and Equine Influenza immunizations:  
 

EHV-1:  
The AAEP(American Association of Equine Practitioners) has determined that the vaccines with the 
greatest ability to limit nasal shedding and viremia of the neuro virulent strain of EHV-1 include the 
vaccines licensed for control of abortion (Pneumabort-K® & Prodigy®), Calvenza® and the MLV vaccine 
Rhinomune®. These are the vaccines approved for use in horses attending the Royal Manitoba Winter 
Fair. The competitor must be able to show a signed vet certificate of an accepted vaccine including all 
boosters required with the horses registered name, or barn name and description can be used when 
registering. All EHV-1, EHV-1/4 vaccines labelled for use will be accepted and must be current within 6 
months. Horses are required to have received these a minimum of 3 weeks prior to arrival of the RMWF.  
 

Equine Infleunza:  
ALL influenza vaccines approved for use are considered adequate for attendance to the RMWF. The 

competitor must show proof of purchase with any needed boosters, and the vaccine must be current 

within 6 months of competition. Proof of Vaccination form must be submitted to show office by 

March 20, 2026.  

Restrict unnecessary movement of horses out of their aisle or barn. Don’t take a horse to another 
barn to be tacked up, braided, clipped, etc. 

• Do not lead horses down other barn aisles.  

• Don’t let horses make nose to nose contact with horses from other barns when in common 
areas such as wash racks or warm up rings. 

• Do not touch or pet, or feed treats to horses from other barns unless necessary. 

• Trainers- please make sure your braider knows about the Bio-Security regulations and 
takes care when moving from horse to horse. 

• Do not let water hoses touch buckets when filling. 

• Do not allow horses to drink from the hose. 

• Do not share water or feed buckets. 

• Have hand sanitizer readily available (in show office) and use between grooming/tacking up 
horses. 

EC General Rules: Article A519 VACCINATIONS –  

All horses attending an Equestrian Canada sanctioned competition must have met the requirements of article A519, 

vaccinations. See rules Equestrian Canada, section A, General Regulations, article A519, vaccinations (A602.8) 

All equines at EC sanctioned competitions or events must have been administered Equine Influenza and Equine Herpes 

Virus (1&4) vaccinations at a maximum of 12-month intervals. However, horses competing in competitions must have 

received a booster for Equine Influenza and for Equine Herpes with 6 months +21 days before arrival at the event. No 

horse shall receive vaccination within 7 days of arrival of the competition. The frequency of vaccine administration 

should be as recommended by the vaccine manufacturer or veterinarian. It is recommended that vaccines be 

administered by or under the direction of a veterinarian. Documentation should consist of one of the following: 
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a. In cases of vaccines given by a veterinarian, the Person Responsible, upon request by Competition 
Management, must provide documentation from the Veterinarian, documenting that the equine in question 
received the vaccinations on the date administered and the name of the vaccine. 

b. In the case of vaccines administered by a person other than a veterinarian, the Person Responsible, upon 
request by Competition Management, must provide a receipt of the vaccine purchase which is signed by the 
Person Responsible, the equine’s name, the serial number and expiration date of the vaccine and the date 
of administration. 

c. In the case of an equine that is unable to receive either of the vaccines due to a history of adverse 
reactions, the Person Responsible, upon request by Competition Management, must provide a letter from a 
veterinarian on official letterhead stating the equine cannot be vaccinated due to medical concerns and a 
log of the equine’s temperature taken at least twice daily for the seven days prior to arrival at the 
competition grounds. These equines must also have their temperatures taken and recorded twice daily 
while on the competition grounds. The log of temperatures taken must be provided to the Competition 
Management, Steward, Official Veterinarian or Technical Delegate when requested. 
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HIGHLIGHT OF SOME NEW EC and FEI RULES IN 2026

• New rules with EC and FEI that will be in effect.  For example, there is a new Cell phone rule, 

loop reins, FEI tack, etc 

***To ensure you are up to date with the new tack rules we advise competitors to 

download the FEI tack app as EC now follows that for all tack. This app can be 

accessed via google or apple play. 

• Equestrian Canada’s new pony rule G306.2 reads as follows 

2. This is a 1-year pilot program for 2026 

a) Adults are permitted to show (be judged) on ponies in miscellaneous non-rated 

EC sanctioned classes not limited to juniors 

b) Adults Amateurs may ride large ponies in Adult Amateur classes where fences do 

not exceed 3’ (0.90 m). See G309, G310. 

c) A pony shown in a judged class(es), either in hunter or jumper, by an adult may 

not be shown in a judged class by a junior on the same day. 

d) An adult competing on a pony in miscellaneous non-rated EC sanctioned classes 

must not compete higher than the pony’s appropriate obstacle height as per G302 

e) Suitability of the pony to the rider and manners of the pony must be emphasized 

in all classes. Judges must penalize but not necessarily eliminate an entry not 

having such suitability and manners. 

• “Any athlete entered in any class at an EC sanctioned competition may be selected for 

human anti-doping as outlined in the Canadian Anti-Doping Program (CADP) and 

administered by Sport Integrity Canada. Please see EC General Regulations Section A - 

Appendix A1, Policy on Human Medications for details.” 6.7. For Entry Form requirements, 

see A802, Entry Forms. 7.  

• All hunter competitors must wear visible back number during their performance in the ring. 

Failure to do so will result in elimination. Bridle numbers may not be worn in competitions for 

hunters.  

• All persons engaging in coaching activities while at an Equestrian Canada sanctioned 

competition must hold Coach Status with EC. 

ARTICLE A102 SAFE SPORT ENVIRONMENTS 

Coaches who do not meet minimum Coach Status requirements at the time of 

competition may receive a fine as outlined in EC’s Schedule of Fines & Penalties, 

and/or the horse/rider’s points may be invalidated., 

• EC Sport License holders at least 18 years of age must complete recognized safe sport 

training modules addressing the recognition and prevention of maltreatment in sport and 

concussion. 
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Brandon Fire Department Regulations 
 

The following Manitoba Fire Code Regulations shall be observed by all exhibitors at the 

Keystone Centre Complex, Brandon. Please note that there are revisions to the Brandon 

Fire Department Regulations. 

Booth/Display Requirements 
• Vertical panels at the back of the booth shall not exceed eight (8) feet in height (exceptions to the eight (8) foot regulation may be allowed 

by the Keystone Centre Complex and the Brandon Fire Department although pre-approval is required. 

• All booths shall be constructed with non-combustible or limited – combustible materials. 

• Tents, that allow access to the public, must be fire resistant or treated with a flame-retardant solution to meet with a flame test as per the 
Manitoba Fire Code. 

• Accumulation of combustible materials within a booth is prohibited. 

• Exhibitors are responsible for maintaining their display within the space assigned. 

 

Decorative Material 
• All materials used for draping, decorations or dust covers must be fire resistant or treated with a flame-retardant solution to meet with a flame 

test as per the Manitoba Fire Code 

Hazardous Displays 
• Hazardous displays of any nature shall not be permitted in any exhibition area. This includes but is not limited to hot flames, hot coals, L.P.G. 

lighters, charcoal grills, flammable liquids, toxic liquids or gases, hazardous chemicals, or any hazardous liquids, solids or gases of a similar 
nature. 

Use of Propane  
• No indoor use of propane of any size. 

• Outdoor use is permitted. 

Electrical Equipment 
• All electrical equipment (portable panels etc.) shall be tied directly into the electrical panels. This shall be done by a qualified electrician. 

• Surge protected power bars may be used for temporary power source (CSA Approved). 

• If an extension cord must be used it is required to be plugged into a permanent power supply (CSA Approved. Must be unplugged when not 
being used and without supervision). 

• All appliances shall comply with Manitoba Electrical Code or C.S.A. 

• Ceiling tiles shall not be lifted to accommodate electrical drop cords. 

Heat Producing Appliances 
• All appliances shall be U.L.C. approved. 

• All-natural gas/propane connections shall be conducted, under permit, by a licensed contractor. 

• Appliances that are heat producing shall be provided with an adequate barrier to protect the public from burn injuries.  

• When these appliances are operational, they shall not be left unattended. 

• All appliances must be approved for indoor use to be operated inside. 

Fire Exits  
• Exit doors shall be kept free of obstructions at all times. Chairs, tables and other display equipment must be clear of all aisles, corridors, 

stairwells and other exit areas. 

• The entire width of the exit door/s shall be maintained free of obstructions. 

Exit Signs 
• Exit signs must be visible from any location in a room. 

• Temporary exit signs may be required, to identify exit travel or exit door locations, if a display obstructs the existing exit signs. 

Fire Hose Cabinets, Fire Alarm Pull Stations, Portable Fire Extinguishers 
• Each of these fire safety supports must be visible and accessible at all times. Adjustments to space and equipment will be required. Nothing 

is to be stored in front of any fire safety devices at any time. 

Non-Compliance Tickets 
• Failure to comply with the above regulations may result in the issuing of a Non-Compliance Ticket with fines subject to the fee schedule as 

per Fire Prevention By-Law No. 6063/12/93.

   upholding  the  welfare  of  all  horses,  
regardless  of  value,  as  a primary consideration 
in all activities.   
  requiring that horses be treated with kindness, 
respect and compassion, and that they never be 
subjected to mistreatment;  
   ensuring  that  all  Equestrians  including  
owners,  trainers  and exhibitors  competitors, or 
their  respective  agents, use responsible  
care  in  the  handling,  treatment  and  
transportation  of  their  own horses as well as 
horses placed in their care for any purpose;  
  providing for the continuous well-being of horses 
by encouraging routine inspection and 
consultation with health care professionals and 
competition officials to achieve the highest 
possible standards  

of  nutrition,  health,  comfort  and  safety  as  a  
matter  of  standard operating procedure.  
   providing current information on Code of 
Practice for the Care and Handling  of  Equines  
and  other  equine  health  and  welfare initiatives ;  
  continuing to support scientific studies on 
equine health and welfare;  
   requiring owners, trainers and  exhibitors  
competitors  to know and follow  their  sanctioning  
organization’s  rules,  and  to  work  within industry 
regulations in all equestrian competitions; and  
   actively  promoting  the  development  and  
adherence  of reviewing, revising  and  developing  
competition  rules  and  regulations  that protect 
the welfare of the horse. The Standard by which 
conduct or treatment will be measured is that 
which  a person,  who  is  informed  and  
experienced  in generally accepted equine training 
and  exhibition  competition  procedures,  would 
determine to be neither cruel, abusive, nor 
inhumane.
